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One highly effective strategy for dealing with peer pressure is to set clear boundaries
with your friends through communications. If I were you, I’'ll communicate that while I
enjoy hanging out with them, my studies and lessons must take priority. On the other hand,
you may suggest alternatives activities which don’t involve skipping classes, such as
spending time together after school or on holidays.
